Learning Objective:
Power Standard R1H5i / Summarizing    

· Monday: 
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 Inside-Outside Circle 
	Inside-Outside Circle (Kagan, 1994) is a summarization technique that gets students up and moving.  It provides a way to get students who normally would not talk to interact with others.  After students read a section of text, the teacher divides the group.  Half of the students stand up and form a circle with their backs to the inside of the circle.  They are partner A.  The other half of the students forms a circle facing a partner from the first circle.  These students are partner B.  Partner A will speak first, quickly summarizing what they read.  This takes about a minute.  Then partner B speaks for the same length of time, adding to the summary.  If the teacher stands in the center of the circle, he/she can easily monitor student responses.

Now it is time to move.  Have the students who are partner A raise their right hands and then move two people to the right to meet with a new partner.  Repeat the summary with partner B speaking first.  For the third move, have all students who are partner B raise their right hand and move two people to the right.  After they are with a new partner, they continue with the summary with partner A speaking first.  Depending on the size of the class, teachers may have students move more or fewer times to complete the activity. 


· Tuesday: 

 Jigsaw
	Jigsaw (Aronson, 1978) is a cooperative learning strategy that helps students work collaboratively to divide a task into manageable chunks.  It can be used in any content area and can assist students with learning complicated material. The teacher presents the topic to be learned and divides students into small groups.  Each student is responsible for reading and summarizing part of the information on the topic.  The student will present the summary of the information to the small group.  Each student's part is essential just like all pieces of a jigsaw puzzle are necessary for the complete picture.  Each student gets to become a teacher and the workload is divided and conquered.

 


· Wednesday:

One-Word Summaries 
	Summarizing a topic into just one word can be a daunting task for students.  They tend to think that more is better.  When students are asked to develop a one-word summary, they must apply their critical thinking skills to investigate, read about, and analyze the topic.  They must isolate the critical attributes and come up with one good word that fits the topic.  After they have chosen their word, students must be able to defend their word choice with a valid reason.  It is not their choice of the one word that makes this a powerful strategy, but the development of the rationale for defending that choice. This strategy can be used as a classroom assessment for learning as students evaluate their own justification for word choice.  Teachers can quickly tell who has mastered the learning target. 

 


· Thursday:

Summary Ball 
	A Summary Ball is merely a beach ball or other harmless ball that can be tossed about the classroom with relative safety. After the teacher has presented a sufficient amount of information, or after students have read a chapter in their text, this activity can be used as a review.  Students stand around the classroom and the teacher tosses the ball to the first student, who must catch the ball and in 5 seconds state any idea, fact or concept from the lessons.  He/she then tosses the ball to another student who has not yet spoken.  The second student must add something that has not been mentioned. If a student can't add anything from the lesson, he/she still tosses the ball, but must sit down.  Play continues until only one student is left standing. 

 


· Friday: 
Summary Star 
	A Summary Star is a simple tool that will allow students to focus on the story elements as they summarize the text.  They are asked to rename the story in one word, tell how it made them feel, and describe the setting, problem, and solution.  This graphic organizer can also be used to teach grammar.  Usually the renaming of the story will feature a noun.  The description of how they feel about the story will consist of adjectives and the setting will probably be a prepositional phrase.  The problem and solution will be stated in complete sentences.  Teachers can print and copy the Summary Star or have students draw their own.
